Making the Links Concordat

As highlighted last month, we are launching the Making the Links Concordat
in February 2008. The Concordat will set out our commitment to working with
parish and town councils to serve our local communities. With a particular
focus on Quality Councils, we are seeking to develop new and innovative
ways of working with local communities to identify issues of importance, and
more importantly, work together to deliver their aspirations.

We are rightly proud in Essex that we have the highest number of Quality
Councils in England. Quality status is strongly supported by Essex County
Council as an important benchmark for local councils, and one that accords
with our belief that democratic accountability is an important part of effective
local governance.

We are of course keen to work with all councils and recognise that attaining
Quality status may not be a priority for all councils. In 2008 we will also be
seeking your advice as to what support we could provide to help you gain
Quality status. We will be working closely with EALC to put together a range



of support, including financial, advice and staff to cover clerks during periods
of high workload.

Lord Hanningfield will be formally launching the Concordat at the House of
Lords on 13" February. The Chairs of all of our Quality Councils have been
invited to join us for the launch and celebrate our successes to date.

Local Area Agreement Workshop

At our annual event on 19 September, you asked for a workshop to be held to
support parish and town councils’ understanding of how to ensure their
communities can benefit from the LAA. We are pleased to announce a series
of events that we hope will ensure parish and town councils in Essex play a
full role in these two important pieces of work.

Firstly, on 16 January (6.30pm to 8.30pm, at the Essex Records Office in
Chelmsford), we would like to invite you to an LAA workshop. The session
will include a general Question & Answer session about the LAA and a
discussion about how you, as local councils can ensure that your local
communities benefit from partnership working in Essex.

Parish Proofing the Essex Strategy

As we highlighted in the November edition of the bulletin, we are hosting two
workshops to parish proof the Essex Strategy in January 2008:

e Wednesday 30 January 2008 — Danbury Parish Meeting Room from 6.30
to 8pm
e Thursday 31 January 2008 — Marks Tey Village Hall from 6.30 to 8pm

The purpose of the two sessions is to test whether issues of importance to
your communities are reflected in the Strategy. Of critical importance will be
exploring how you can play a role in engaging with your communities and
ensuring their needs and aspirations are met through the wide-scale
partnership working in Essex.

In preparation for the session, we invite you to give some thought to how you
have engaged with your communities in the recent past, and how the results
did, or did not, influence decisions and actions of partners. The work can
include specific issues of local importance that were consulted upon, work
carried out through parish plans, or any other engagement you feel is
relevant.



As a result of the two sessions we want to be able to clearly identify the ways
in which parish and town councils, on behalf of local communities, can
contribute to, and draw on, partnership resources and structures.

If you would like to attend the LAA workshop on the 16 January or either of
the ‘Parish-Proofing’” Workshops on 30 or 31 January, it would be helpful if
you could confirm your attendance by letting us know, preferably by e-mail.
