1. Chairman’s Welcome
The Chairman welcomed Members to the meeting.

2. Apologies for Absence
There were apologies for absence from Cllr Mr J Barber DL and Cllr Miss P Jones.

3. Declarations of Interest
It was noted that Cllr John Barber DL was the applicant for EPF/2778/15 – 5 Chambers Manor Mews  Epping Road.  For probity reasons the Clerk advised that as a resident she had been consulted about EPF/2940/15, Buildings and land at Epping Long Green  Epping Upland.  

4. Minutes of Previous Meeting
The minutes of the meeting held on 9 November, having been previously circulated, were confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the Chairman.

5. Public Participation Session
There were no members of the public present.

6. Planning Applications
Planning details as per EFDC’s Weekly Planning Lists.

6.1  EPF/2778/15 – 5 Chambers Manor Mews  Epping Road
Retrospective application for Swimming Pool in Rear Garden
No objection

6.2  EPF/2732/15 – 3 Chambers Manor Mews  Epping Upland
Retrospective application for a garden shed
No objection provided the usage remains as a garden shed for use by the occupants of the property and is a ‘movable’ building

6.3  EPF/2940/15 – Buildings and land at Epping Long Green  Epping Upland
Removal of existing industrial building, loose box, hard standings etc and redevelopment of previously developed land to provide four dwellings, including ancillary works
Objection
1. Overall impact on the Green Belt
2. Visual impact on and from the Bridleway which is part of Epping Forest and an ancient trackway
3. Overdevelopment and overcrowding of site eg number of properties, car parking
4. Frontage is too close to the footpath (45)/roadway
5. Concerns regarding car parking inhibiting access to the footpath in front of the proposed properties which would be intrusive in the Green Belt
6. Concern that red boundary goes over the footpath/roadway
7. Concerns regarding amenity space eg waste/recycle bins, gardens
8. Effect on local amenities eg school, playground
9. No tree survey provided
10. Concern regarding setting of a precedent
Should the application be granted would request conditions that: garages and car port are used as a parking amenity only, permitted development rights are withdrawn to preserve the character of the area and the contamination report to also include potential asbestos

Erection of two detached dwellings with garages, improved highway access, drives, turning areas and ancillary works (With Conditions and subject to legal agreement eg s106, unilateral undertaking)

Erection of single dwelling, detached garage within the curtilage of the existing dwelling, including ancillary works (With Conditions)

REFUSE PERMISSION
EPF/2350/15  The Stables  Fallow Deer Barn  Epping Upland
Regularisation of residential curtilages following approval EPF/0349/15.  Change of use of land to residential with curtilage to serve dwellings.

8. Enforcement
Notification had been received of 5 new Enforcement complaints.

9. Information Items
Warren Lodge  High Road  Epping, EPF/2723/15
Demolition of one existing dwelling and ancillary building and the erection of one dwelling in their stead along with a replacement dwelling for that previously approved
For expediency the application had been considered at Full Council on 23 November and there was No Objection
The White House Epping Green – building of the 2 properties had begun without the conditions being fulfilled eg landscaping; the Clerk was in contact with the Planning Officer.  It was also noted that mud had not been cleared off the road.
Parsloe Road – property on the right as going up the road towards Harlow, there has been a lot of building activity.
